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The outreach to Colombia last 
month was spectacular as we 
saw God moving mightily 
among the deaf and dumb.  
An impressive example of 
seeing God bless the less 
fortunate that are unable to 
succeed in a culture unwilling 
to accommodate the less 
fortunate.

We ministered in the church 
and the shanties up and down 
the railroad tracts. They have 
so little but gave us so much. 
 

We were informed to stay at the 
base of the mountains to avoid the 
guerillas wanting us to “stay 
longer”.

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They have church every night 
for the deaf.  Many coming to 
church, only have enough 
money for transportation to 
come to church once per 
month and yet the building 
used for the church (Pastors 
House) is full every night 
with people standing and 
sitting outside.  The house 
will hold 40-50 inside.  He 
gives up his house for nightly 
church meetings and then 
teaches in 3 Bible schools and 
has an additional school just 
for the deaf and then the 
church. A very busy life with 
rewards inside the heart. The 
rewards are peace and joy 
inside that you cannot buy or 
go after.  It just happens.  I 
cannot explain this inner 
knowing but I know it and I 
have it.     

 
I shared the message to the 
church one night.  It was 
fascinating to see the deaf 
all worship as one in sign 
language.  When I finished 
many came forward to make 
Jesus theirs for eternity and 
did it in sign language. I 
have never seen this done.  
We take our hearing so 
much for granted.  It was 
heart moving to see the tears 
and genuine commitments 
made.
