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Rock’s Medical Outreach 
joined with Generations 
Church and Mantle  
Ministries to minister in 
Romania in July.  We all 
joined forces to be a part of 
Pastor Eduard Rudolf, 
Verena Schnieder, and 
Gyuszi with their church 
“City on the Hill” .  They are 
called to minister to the 
gypsy people which are like 
the outcasts of the 
Romanian society.  Our 
group of 13 ministered for 
13 days in the Medical and 
Children’s ministries with 
medicine, prayer, and 
smiles.  
  

Medically 652 patients were 
treated.  The children 
ministered to numbered 
456.  With the medical and 
children’s ministry, 1108 
were ministered to.  The 
clown’s were real busy.  

 
There were more than 15 
surgical procedures 
completed.  There was also 
one healing according to the 
Pastor.  However the main 
figure we are thankful for to 
the Lord for is the 237 
salvations.  We ministered 
daily in a different place 
each time encompassing 6 
different villages.  Some 
villages had running water 
and some villages did not.   
 
 

Once I remember an 
angry crowd outside 
trying to get in to be 
seen.  I knew it would 
not be possible to see all  
those still waiting.  We 
wanted to shut down by 
6 to go to church 
services at 7.  A heavy 
rain came at 5 and those 
not terribly sick went 
home and we finished 
on time. 
 
We were so blessed to 
enjoy the Romania 
countryside and at the 
same time  able  to reach 
out to the less fortunate 
in Romania.   
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One night we took a walk 
around the lake and went under 
the gate to enter.  No one 
around so we thought we would 
enjoy some fresh air and a walk.  
On our way back we were met 
by a man and two fierce dogs.  
He started saying something at 
us in Romanian.  As we 
approached he restrained the 
dogs and kept yelling 
something-probably “have a 
good night” .  We passed by him 
with out the dogs being 
unleashed. No more walks 
there.

One young man we met suffered 
from a congenital heart defect that 
was becoming life threatening.  He 
needed a heart/lung transplant to 
survive. The local medical 
personnel would not treat him 
because he was a gypsy.  The fluid 
had accumulated in his lungs and 
he was starting to shut down.  His 
prognosis was not good.  After the 
clinic shut down in Augustin one 
evening, the whole team went over 
to his house to pray for him.  By 
that time, the fluid build-up was 
beginning to affect his vision.   

 
To receive a transplant in Romania 
would be impossible in the normal-
but our God is able.  The Lord 
brought a physician into our path 
that is the number one cardiac 
physician in Romania and has his 
own hospital.  A phone call to him 
and Doru was transported to his 
hospital and is still alive and on a 
transplant list.  Praise God for 
allowing us-an American medical 
team to be there at the right time to 
speak with this physician and find 
favor with him.  To treat a Gypsy is 
not the norm medically in Romania.   

While the ambulance was 
there, two men were 
standing around, wondering 
what was going on.  Gyuszi 
told them about coming 
down with some members 
to take him to the hospital.   
The men spoke to Gyuszi 
saying: “So this is what it 
means to be a Christian! 
You take care of each 
other.”  
 
The favor of God was all 
over this situation.  In the 
hospital, the family is 
responsible for the patient’s 
food.  At the hospital the 
cardiac specialist provided 
the food for him instead.  
He ate better then when he 
was at home.  God is good.  
We kept the prayer teams 
very busy as in this case and 
in the clinics.
