The medical clinics saw about 625 
patients. We did 15 minor surgeries 
and they asked for more-imagine 
that. To dispense Tramadol 
(Ultram) requires the stamp of 6 
docs on one prescription to legally 
fill.  All patients that already have 
doctors, carry their medical records, 
if it is lost or stolen you have no 
records. How they can tell if the 
records belong to the patient 
presenting, is a good question.
