Then he 
went to the pharmacy under the big 
tree for antibiotics and pain meds.  At 
the pharmacy he was acting like a 
little kid all happy and smiling real 
big. They asked him why he was so 
happy.  He told them now he can get 
married and have children.  The man 
states the chief in charge of the 
village says, “no work-no marry”, so 
he lived alone in his hut.  He wanted 
to get married but no one would 
marry him because he could not work 
with his hands and produce  income 
for his family.

I was shocked by one patient. 
He is the man in white looking 
straight ahead during our 
prayer. I asked through my 
interpreter if I could help.  He 
said he wanted me to take his 
son back with me when we left.  
His son was a bright eyed 4 
year old.  I thought he was not 
serious and asked again how I 
could help and he repeated his 
request.  Wow, what a loving 
father to give up his son to a 
complete stranger hoping for a 
better future for him.  It almost 
made tears come to my eyes to 
hear and see a man willing to 
sacrifice his relationship with 
his son knowing the pain of 
separation he and his son would 
have for life but willing to look 
beyond what he wanted for the 
betterment of his son.

It was good to see 
many receive needed eye 
evaluations.    
 
Our driver was good.  He is a 
Christian friend of Dr. Tandoh’s 
and so we knew (or hoped) he 
would not stop somewhere and 
rob us, as occurs frequently.  
We did take the wrong turn 
twice during the 13 hour bus 
trip getting there.  We just went 
back to the correct point and 
started from there.  He states the 
month before, he was going 70 
kph (about 43 mph) in a 50 kph 
(about 30 mph) country road 
that most go 90 kph (56 mph) 
on.  He had to go to court and 
was fined $140 plus $5 extra or 
if he did not pay the extra 
“bribe” of $5, he would spend 6 
months in jail.  A hard choice to 
decide to do right and serve the 
Lord or pay the bribe and not 
lose 6 months of life and no 
income (or food) for the family. 
The average daily wage for a 
laborer in the capital is $0.70 
per day and gas is about $4 per 
gallon.  Yes, we are blessed.   
 

While traveling on the road I 
saw a bumper sticker that said 
“Life is a teacher”.  As I 
thought on how true that really 
is, God stirred up this thought in 
me “and God gives the final 
exam” We all need to study 
well during our short time on 
earth as we prepare for the final 
exam.  
We all rejoiced in the 26 
making new decisions for their 
future eternity with Jesus.
